“] always wanted to meet an Asaro mud-
men and finally got a chance to see one at the
Goroka Show, but this time around, there’s
SO many of them walking around us here
tonight,” said chairman for the Moresby Arts
Theatre Glen Fisher during his address at the
launch.

Mr Fisher also mentioned that unfortunately,
the patron for MAT, NCD Governor Powes
Parkop was not able to attend the launch due
to his busy schedule and duly opened the
Moresby Arts Theatre Extravaganza on his
behalf.

The Mosong Band which is formed by cur-
rent and former students of the UPNG Arts
faculty now known as the MIAC - Melanesian
Institute of Arts and Communication, also
performed contemporary music on the nlght
with compositions mostly of Madang origin
accompanied by the beautiful sounds of the
saxophone played by former student of MIAC,
Leroy Murray.

Contemporary dancer Malcolm Gabut was
also on hand with a few performances that got
the guests laughing for part of the evening.
